GENERAL INFORMATION

Baltimore Clayworks was founded in 1979 by nine potters and sculptors to provide both facilities and a stimulating environment for ceramic artists.  Located in the northwest corner of Baltimore City, the historic Mt. Washington neighborhood, Baltimore Clayworks is the region’s only 501(c)3 non-profit cultural institution dedicated solely to the ceramic arts and is attentive to its community possessing a national and international reputation for artistic excellence, artists’ support, and community involvement.  Today it operates as a thriving ceramic art center housed in two historical buildings.  A renovated library offers studio spaces for 12 current resident artists, classes and workshops, and a renovated convent houses our 4 galleries, administration, slide room, and meeting rooms.   
Baltimore Clayworks Gallery is one of the most important venues for our mission.  The Members’ Gallery features work from all the resident and member artists year round.  Along with Exhibition Gallery and Solo Gallery, this space provides a great opportunity for artists to display and sell work in an active retail environment and to make a connection with the collectors, patrons, and visitors.  In addition, artists connect nationally through our online store, eCeramica.  Baltimore Clayworks has 8 exhibition openings annually and hosts special events such as ClayFest! and WinterFest Jazz Preview that attract a large number of faithful patrons and new supporters.  Baltimore Clayworks Gallery opens Monday through Saturday from 10 am to 5pm, and earns growing gross income of approximately $90,000.00 (2009) with more than 10,000 visitors yearly.  Both utilitarian and sculptural works are represented, and the display and inventory are rotated and updated regularly.

EXPECTATIONS

· Fully stocked inventory at the Members’ Gallery year round

· $50 annual dues OR $200 value of seconds for the Annual Seconds Sale (Deadline: May1) AND/OR Donation to the Baltimore Clayworks Annual Gala (Fall)
· Active participations in Baltimore Clayworks events and/or the field of ceramics as whole
The deadline for the annual due (or donation for second sale) is May 1 of each year.  Baltimore Clayworks expects full support from all the member artists and the best possible work in clay whether he/she lives within the states or out-of-state.  It’s important for member artists to keep their status current and active, and the artist membership will be terminated when a member artist can not meet the obligations.  Member status will be reviewed every three years, and the committee (Gallery Manager, Exhibition Director, and Executive Director) will evaluate the membership based on an artist’s participation and contribution to Baltimore Clayworks and the Gallery, and within the ceramics community as whole.    

APPLICATION PROCEDURE

First, your application will be screened by Gallery Manager and Exhibition Director.  Then it will be submitted to a group of at least ten a) member artists, b) Gallery Manager, and c) Executive Director and/or other staff members for examination.  Each juror evaluates on a) artistic excellence, b) details of craftsmanship, and c) marketability, and the numbers are averaged.  One must receive 3.75 or above out of 5 points to be approved.  Upon acceptance, Gallery Manager will contact you to discuss gallery policies and procedures. 

IMAGE REQUIREMENTS

Please submit 10 digital images of your work from the last two years.  Only 2 of the 10 images can be detail shots.  All images should be saved in JPEG format with exactly 7 inches/2100 pixels on the longest side at 300 dpi.  Image files should not contain any texts on the image itself.  All files should be labeled with “applicant’s last name_first name_number (SMITH_JOHN_01.jpg).”  These images will be used for immediate press purpose upon acceptance.    
POWERPOINT & ADDITIONAL MATERIALS
To help facilitate our jurying process, please create PowerPoint of your work.  The file should contain 12 pages; a) first page with your name, b) second page with five-bullet bio of yourself, and c) 10 pages of your work images; containing one image per page on black background using the images previously requested without altering the sizes.  If you submit more than 10 images, only the first 10 will be considered during the judging process.  The file should be labeled with applicant’s last name and first name (SMITH_JOHN.ppt), and please compress the file by a) go to “save as,” b) click on “tool,” c) select “compress pictures,” and d) check “Web/Screen.”  In the order of the presentation, the image description sheet should include: title, materials, methods, firing process, dimensions (HxWxD), date of execution, and price.  It would be helpful to include a sample price/inventory sheet of items if you have other representations already.  Personal business card and/or postcards also may be included.  (This is your portfolio, so please keep it simple, clean, and professional.)
