The Fund:
The Mary E. Nyburg Fund for Artist Development is an endowment fund begun in 2007 by friends and family of Mary Nyburg. Mary was a respected potter nationally, a crafts advocate and board member Haystack Mountain School of Crafts, and was once a Baltimore Clayworks resident artist. Their way of honoring Mary, who died in April 2005, was to create a fund that would award a stipend to one Clayworks member artist annually, to be used to help support travel, study and/or working in another community outside of Baltimore, a purposeful experience that would strengthen the artist’s ceramic career. The expectation is that the artist would make a presentation to the Clayworks community on their return about that experience. The stipend will be $1,000.  The application must be used by March 24, 2010. 

Eligibility:
Baltimore Clayworks Member Artists only are eligible. A Member Artist is a juried ceramic artist in good standing. Categories include: residents or professionally affiliated artists – must have been juried, must be current on all fees, must participate in the ongoing life of the organization as evidenced by some  attendance at meetings, openings,  teaching, supplying work for sale in the gallery, donating work for the Gala or Seconds Sale, or volunteering for Gala or Clayfest. 

Application: 
Application for the award, $1000 in 2009, is designed to be simple. Please make a brief proposal about how you would use the funds to strengthen your professional development as an artist.  Images are requested this year, 3-5 images  may be included in print or can be emailed. The award is judged on the strength of the written proposal for the use of funds. In the event funds are awarded and not used, the stipend must be returned to the Mary Nyburg Fund for Artists Development. 

Selection Panel:    Harriet Panitz – art collector and one of the fund’s organizers; Betty Cooke – owner of The Store, and nationally respected jeweler; Pablo Soto –Penland glassblower, former resident of The Energy Xchange and Mary’s grandson; Finn Alban, Texas potter and adopted daughter of Mary Nyburg.  Upon awarding of the grant, the recipient will be required to sign a grant agreement that will state the terms of the stipend.
